 URDD EISTEDDFOD 2019 (Stage Competitions)
There has been in recent years a change to an on-line system for entries to the Urdd Eisteddfod, below is an explanation on how parents can complete this process.
MEMBERSHIP
Before being able to enter you must have an Urdd membership number for 2018-19.  If you believe that you are a member but have mislaid your card please contact your school or email dyfedsion@urdd.org with your name, school and year and I will check the database.  This should be done as soon as possible.
If you are not currently a member you can enrol on the Urdd website – www.urdd.cymru (press red box for English) and look for “Join”.  Membership is £10 and can be paid by card.

REGISTER TO COMPETE AT THE EISTEDDFOD
Entries can only be made on-line.  

Go to  www.urdd.cymru  follow the link for EISTEDDFOD on the home page (English version available on top left-hand corner), then COMPETING, then REGISTERING TO COMPETE, and then REGISTERING AS A PARENT
· A membership number must be given to make an application
· With any competition where a competitor uses a piece of music that is not a set-piece (Instrumental and Dance Competitions) you MUST give information regarding all self-chosen pieces on the system before the application will be accepted.  The same is true for Cerdd Dant Key’s.  Copies of the music for any instrumental competitions must be posted to the Urdd Office in Pentre Ifan within 7 days of the closing date or the entry will be deleted.
· THE CLOSING DATE FOR ENTRIES FOR 2019 IS 18:00 ON MONDAY, MARCH 11th    72 hours after this deadline (to give everybody an opportunity to verify entries and amend if necessary) the system will close down and it will not be possible to make further applications without paying a £25 administration fee.
For competitions that are not for individuals (Duets, groups ect.) you must enter through your school or contact dyfedsion@urdd.org as these competitions cannot be entered through the individual and parent system.  Please email the competition and names of all those due to take part.
